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Standard Operating Procedures: Share Bowl Policy
In accordance to memorandum DCEH 2014-007, Santa Rosa County Food Service Department: Share Bowl Standard Operating Procedures.
Santa Rosa County will be utilizing option B of section 3 in the guidance documentation.

1. The share bowl will be placed in close proximity of the serving line so that students can place unwanted items in there, on the way to their tables.
2. Prior to the start of meal service temperature of milk is taken and recorded on HACCP log.  

3. Any milk placed in share bowl shall be discarded after each meal service, or 4 hours, unless milk is placed in a monitored refrigerated environment (walk in cooler): In which temperatures are taken after first meal period and before the second meal period and recorded on HACCP log. Share Bowl can be placed in walk in cooler between meals.  
a. Cumulative time milk is to be outside of monitored refrigerated environment (walk in cooler) is not to exceed 4 hours. 

4. Share Bowl Policy is communicated via school newsletter or district website prior to implementation. 

5. The share bowl will be actively monitored during meal service.  The monitor’s actions will be able to reduce the risk of unsafe food and food waste.

6. All temperatures will be recorded on HACCP log daily.  Discarded products at end of meal period will be recorded on HACCP log. 

7. If products are not “monitored”, then the share bowl will not be in place.
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
